Event Overview

The Sri Sathya Sai Media Centre, a unit of Sri Sathya Sai Central Trust, will be conducting a global

chanting of the Ekadasha Rudra Parayanam on April 25, 2026. This event features simultaneous live

participation from samithis and centres worldwide, with live feeds integrated into a collective global

broadcast on the Prasanthi Mandir Live YouTube Channel.

Participation Guidelines

Participation: Participation is restricted to the Samithi/Centre level; Individual

participation is not permitted.

Format: This is a group chanting event. All devotees must assemble at their

respective centres to chant in unison.

Seating: In accordance with the traditions of Sai Kulwant Hall, ladies and gents

must be seated separately.

Audio: Group chanting should preferably utilize microphones to ensure clarity for

the broadcast.

Technical Requirements

To facilitate the live stream from your centre, the following equipment and infrastructure are required:

Video: 1080p camera / DSLR mounted on a stable tripod.

Computer: Mac or Windows laptop with a minimum of 8GB RAM and a modern CPU

(Intel i5, Ryzen 1300+, or Apple Silicon).

Software: Open Broadcaster Software (OBS).

Hardware Interface: Oxlaw or Media converter (to interface the camera with OBS) using HDMI

or SDI cables.

Audio Input: A clear audio setup for capturing group chanting. Line-in audio is

preferred over ambient microphone capture.

Connectivity: A strong, stable internet connection capable of uninterrupted live

streaming to YouTube.

Etiquette and Protocol



Dress Code: Adhere strictly to the guidelines established for Prasanthi Nilayam and Sai

Kulwant Hall.

Backdrop: The camera should be framed against the centre's altar or a photograph

of Bhagawan.

Framing: Use a fixed wide-angle shot that captures the entire group uniformly.

Zooming and panning are not permitted during the broadcast.

Discipline: Maintain the sanctity and uniformity of the chanting as practiced in

Prasanthi Nilayam. Participants must remain seated throughout the entire

duration of the chanting.

April 19, 2026 Mandatory technical test run.

April 20, 2026 Final date to share the YouTube live link with the organizers.
